- to Mostar (visiting Old Bridge, Old Town, Spanish square wich is located in the centre of city) 

and Medjugorje (sacred place where Blessed Virgin Mary appeared visited by pilgrims from 

around the entire world) 

- rafting down the canyon of river Neretva (adventure through the intact  wilderness) 

- to Sarajevo (capital of Bosnia and Hercegovina, old town)
